The day will provide facts
about food and fiber production in Fresno County, with a focus on good nutrition and
healthy eating. Farm and Nutrition Day will provide students and teachers with the
opportunity to become familiar with food, fiber and animal production, meeting one-on-
one with farmers and ranchers, resource managers, and food and agricultural industry
representatives. Hands-on activities, presentations and demonstrations are planned.

A big focus of this special event is the importance of making healthy food choices
and good nutrition, much of which is provided on a daily basis by the bounty of
diversified “food pyramid” crops and products produced in Fresno County.
